(“original contract’). The parties then entered into a first extension of contract filed in
the Douglas County Court Journal on July 18, 2018, under recording No. CJ 2018-0749
(“first extension”); a second extension of contract filed in the Douglas County Court
Journal on July 3, 2019, under recording No. CJ 2019-0782 (“second extension”); a
third extension of contract filed in the Douglas County Court Journal on June 4, 2020,
under recording No. CJ 2020-0552 (“third extension”); and a fourth extension of contract
filed in the Douglas County Court Journal on July 28, 2021, under recording No. CJ

“this agreement.”

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PERMIT OF ENTRY

Subject to the following conditions, DOUGLAS COUNTY, a political
subdivision of the State of Oregon (“Owner” or “County”) grants the UMPQUA
VALLEY RETRIEVER CLUB (“Permittee”) permission to enter upon County-owned

property known as the Sutherlin Industrial Development Park (“the property”) for the
purpose described below.

1. Permittee is authorized to use the property (aka R53923, R53867, R53874, and
R53930) for a dog training event (“the project”). Permittee’s use of the property shall
not conflict with or interfere with ORENCO's use of the property. Permittee shall not
conduct any training on public roads on the property.

2. Permittee’s obligations and duties:

2.1 Permittee shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless County and County’s
officers, employees, and agents against any liability or damage to persons or property
arising out of the project or the negligence or other torts or liabilities of Permittee,
including its officers, employees, agents, and volunteers.

2.2 Permittee shall, at its own expense, and all times during the term of this
permit, maintain in force a commercial general liability insurance policy, including
coverage for liability for obligations assumed under this permit.

2.2.1 Insurance must provide “occurrence” coverage and must name
Douglas County and its officers, employees, and agents as additional insureds,
including completed operations.

2.2.2 The minimum coverage limits shall be at least $1,000,000 combined
single limit per occurrence and $2,000,000 in the aggregate.

2.2.3 If the insurance certificate requires an endorsement in order for the
County to be an additional insured, then Permittee shall provide a separate
written endorsement that contains the correct policy number and effective
additional insured provisions.

2.2.4 Prior to starting the project, Permittee shall provide a
certificate of insurance and endorsement for coverage required by this
section.

2.2.5 Insurance required of Permittee shall be primary with respect to the
interest of County, whose insurance shall be excess and not contributory.

2.2.6 The policy must include provisions requiring that the insurer provide
County advance written notice of cancelation or reduction of Permittee’s
insurance coverage. In addition, Pemmittee itself shall provide immediate written
notice to County of any changes in its liability insurance coverage while this

permit is in force, including but not limited to reduction in coverage and changes
of insurer(s).

3. County has made no representations as to the condition of the property or the
project and Permittee assumes all risks of damage to property or injury to
persons, including Permittee’s officers, employees, agents, and volunteers.

4. The term of this Permit shall be from September 24 — 28, 2022.

5. This permit may be revoked by County at any time.

6. County has no financial obligations to Permiftee of any kind.

Agreement. Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, including
the above, the Oregon Accreditation Alliance is authorized, but not required, in the
exercise of its sole discretion, to conduct an open meeting regarding the Agency's
candidacy for state accreditation or its continued assessment, appraisal, and
determination of state accreditation, and all comments which form a basis for the
opinion either in favor of or against accreditation unless specifically notified by the
Agency in writing to the contrary, in which case such meeting shall be closed to
the public. Nothing herein shall be construed to require the Oregon Accreditation
Alliance to conduct all or part of its meeting in public, including but not limited to
the right of the Oregon Accreditation Alliance, in the exercise of its sole discretion,
to terminate an open meeting at any time and conclude such meeting in a closed
session

The person signing on behalf of the law enforcement Agency hereby represents
and warrants that they have the power and authority to execute this Agreement
and to bind said Agency to all terms and covenants contained herein, including,
but not limited to, the provisions of this Section 10.

11. INTEGRATION
11.1. This instrument embodies the whole agreement of the parties. The parties

warrant that there are no promises, terms, conditions, or obligations other than
those contained herein. This Agreement shall supersede all previous
communications, representations, or agreements, either verbal or written,
between the parties hereto.

12. SEVERABILITY

12.1. If any provision of this agreement or the application of such provision to any
person or circumstance shall be held invalid, the remainder of this Agreement
and the application of such provisions to persons or circumstances other than
those to which it is held invalid shall not be affected thereby.

13. CHOICE OF LAW:

13.1. This Agreement and the rights of the parties hereunder shall be governed by and
interpreted in accordance with the law of the State of Oregon.

14. MAINTAINING THE AGENCY’S ACCREDITATION STATUS:

14.1. When the Agency is awarded accreditation by its respective Association, the term
of accreditation is for three years, beginning the date of the Board approval and
nomination to the respective Association. During the three-year accredited
period, the Agency agrees to maintain compliance with those standards under
which the award was made. After the award of accreditation, the Agency agrees
to notify the Oregon Accreditation Alliance when it cannot or does not maintain
compliance with applicable standards.

14.2. As regards maintaining the agency's state accreditation status, the Agency, and
the Oregon Accreditation Alliance acknowledge and agree to be bound by the
provisions of the Oregon Accreditation Alliance process as established by the
Oregon Accreditation Alliance Board.

15. WARRANTY NOT INTENDED OR IMPLIED:

15.1. Itis understood that the Oregon Accreditation Alliance's award of accreditation
does not constitute a warranty, expressed or implied, of total or continued
compliance by the Agency with all applicable standards of accreditation and
further, that it is not a substitute for the Agency's ongoing and in-depth
monitoring and evaluation of its activities and the quality of its services.

16. WAIVER:

16.1. Any waiver by either party of any breach of this Agreement shall
relate only to that breach and shall not amount to a general waiver.

17. NOTICE:

17.1. Any notices between the parties shall be in writing sent via email or
postage.

Law enforcement agencies with their own communications component who wish to pursue
concurrent accreditation for both law enforcement and emergency communications will not
include those persons assigned to communications as part of the “Authorized Full Time
Employees” fee structure. The communications component will be assessed according to
50% of the fee structure based upon the number of “Authorized Full Time Employees”
assigned to that component. ‘

If a second component of a member agency decides to also seek accredited status, the
fee for the additional component will be one-half of the regular fee based on the total FTE
of the second component. As an example, if the ABC Police Department has a total FTE
of 70, their annual fee would be $2,975.00. If that department has a 911/communications
division that also wishes to seek accredited status independent of the law enforcement
agency, and their 911 FTE was 10 personnel, their annual fee would be $514.00.
